OLEKSANDR ZLOTNYK
Ukraine

Composer, people's artist of Ukraine, professor, rector of
R. Glier Kyiv Institute of Music

He graduated from Tchaikovsky Kyiv State Conservatoire
(orchestral faculty under Prof. Alekseev and opera-symphony
conducting faculty under Prof. Mykhailo Kanerstein). In 1983 he
finished his postgraduate studies in Odesa State Conservatoire
named after Nezhdanova (faculty of composition and theory of
music under Assistant Professor Krasotov and Professor
Sydorenko-Maliukova).

Oleksandr Zlotnyk has devoted himself to composing, teach-
ing and public activities. From 1972 till 1978 he worked as a
teacher at Kyiv State Pedagogical Institute named after Gorky;
from 1999 till 2009 — at Kyiv National University of Culture and
Arts.

In 2009 he was appointed as a rector of R. Glier Kyiv Institute
of Music.

Oleksandr Zlotnyk's creativity successfully combines classical
style of composing with Ukrainian song heritage.

His creativity is featured by various music genres: songs (over
2000), opera-duma «Blind», ballet «Sulamith», seven musicals
(including the first Ukrainian musical «Equator»), symphonic,
choral, instrumental and chamber-vocal works, soundtracks of
films (about 50). A song is the core of Oleksandr Zlotnyk's cre-
ativity. Melodies of nearly all composer's works are so much
inspired by Ukrainian folklore that they are usually regarded as
national ones.

As an author of famous songs Oleksandr Zlotnyk is a laureate
of numerous national and international competitions and festivals.

Cultural activities were highly appraised in Ukraine and
abroad. He is an initiator, co-organizer, a member of jury and
more often a chairman of jury at several international and nation-
al music competitions and festivals, namely Oistrakh
International violin competition, International Festival of Arts
«Slavianski Bazaar» , «Step towards stars», «Young Galychyna»,
«Variety of Songs», «World of talents», «Young Guard».

Oleksandr Zlotmyk is a bright public figure. He is a member
of over ten influential unions, foundations, councils and associa-
tions, namely National unions of composers and filmmakers of
Ukraine, National Council on Arts, National expert committee
on protection of social morals etc.

Zlotnyk's creative, cultural and public activities were highly
appreciated by honourary titles and awards, such «Honoured
Figure of Arts of Ukraine» (1996), «People's Artists of Ukraine»
(1998), «Maestro of Ukrainian pop stage» (1997), «Firebird»
(1998), «Success» (1999), «Golden Plume» (Tavria Games,

| ELEANOR WONG
China

Professor Eleanor Wong pursued her musical studies at the
Royal Academy of Music in London, England, on an Associated
Board Scholarship with Frederic Jackson and Max Pirani. Besi-
des winning numerous prizes and awards, Wong was one of the
few students who graduated with both the Graduate Diploma
(G.R.S.M.), and the Recital Diploma as well as top honours: the
Walter Macfarren Gold medal and Majorie Whyte Memorial
Award for the most outstanding students. As a Boise Scholar, Ms.
Wong studied in Paris with Vlado Perlemuter and later in New
York with Artur Balsam.

Winner of silver medal at the Viotti International Competiti-
on Italy, Professor Wong broadcasted on RTHK, WNYC (New
York), BBC (UK), and overseas services. She has also given reci-
tals extensively in the United Kingdom (including the Wigmore
Hall and Purcell Room in London), China, and the United Sta-
tes. Professor Wong is also recognized as one of the foremost pi-
ano pedagogues with many of her pupils winning top prizes in in-
ternational and local piano competitions. Being one of the most
sought-after teachers, she frequently hosted lectures and work-
shops on Piano Pedagogy and has given master-classes in China,
Poland, Singapore, Taiwan, Thailand, Uruguay and USA. Pro-
fessor Wong is also a frequent juror for various international pia-
no competitions and festivals.

Presently, Professor Wong is an Artist in Residence and Seni-
or Lecturer at the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts. She
is also a visiting professor at the Shenzhen School of Arts and Wu
Han Music Conservatory, and is also an honorary professor of the
Tian Jin Music Conservatory. She's also a Steinway Artist, Co-
Director of the Hong Kong Summer Music, and the Chairperson
of the Piano Teachers' Association in Hong Kong.

Mr. Kasman's debut in America in 1997 as Silver Medallist in
the Tenth Van Cliburn International Piano Competition in Fort
Worth was the culmination of several competition triumphs and
tours in Europe and the Middle East, including prizes at the 1991
Valentino Bucchi Competition in Rome, the 1991 London World
Piano Competition, the 1992 Artur Rubinstein International
Competition in Tel Aviv, and the 1995 International Prokofiev
Competition at St. Petersburg.

Since then he has given concerts in the United States, South
America, Europe, Russia and Asia. He has appeared as soloist
with more than fifty orchestras.

Mr. Kasman has fifteen studio CD recordings on the Calliope
label. His two CD set of the recordings of the complete sonatas of
Prokofiev was awarded the «Grand Prix de la Nouvelle Academie
du Disque» in France in 1996. Other CDs include solo works by
Haydn, Scriabin, Stravinsky, and Rachmaninov. The
International Piano Quarterly magazine recommended his CD of
Moussorgsky's «Pictures at an Exhibition» as one of 14 equally
ranked best in a survey of recordings over the past 75 years. His
recording of Shostakovich's Concerto No. 1, and Schnittke's
Concerto for Piano and Strings, released in 2000, received the
«Choc du monde de la musique» award in France, is rated high-
est for artistry and sound quality by Classics Today.com, and
referred to as «superlative» in the American Record Guide. He
has also recorded two CDs with Harmonia Mundi, the most
recent one with the Pacific Symphony includes Piano Concerto
No. 2 by Lukas Foss, released in 2001. In 2003 he completed a
recording of all of the Scriabin piano sonatas and in 2004 record-
ed an All-Tchaikovsky CD featuring «The Seasons» and Grand
Sonata in G-Major (Rated 10/10 by ClassicsTodayFrance.com in
December 2005). In 2006 he completed a four-CD set of the
chamber music of Shostakovich with the Talich Quartet on the
Calliope label and will soon begin work on an all-Schumann CD.

Mr. Kasman is also active as a teacher and adjudicator. He is
a jury member of the Horowitz Competition (Kiev), the Corpus
Christi International Competition, and for the past four years has
judged the Rocky Mountain Amateur Piano Competition
(Colorado Springs). He has been guest artist and faculty at the
Piano Texas International Academy and Festival (Fort Worth),
and at the Summer Music Academy in Kiev.

Born in the city of Orel, near Moscow, Mr. Kasman began his
piano studies at the age of five. A graduate and postgraduate of the
Moscow Conservatory and previously a professor of piano at the
Music College of the Conservatory, he is now Associate Professor
of Piano and Artist-in-Residence at the University of Alabama,
Birmingham. His students are winners of national and interna-
tional competitions.

Hamish Milne has appeared as soloist with most of the lea-
ding British orchestras and has given over two hundred broad-
casts for the BBC. Overseas engagements in recent years have ta-
ken him to the USA, the Far East, Africa and several countries
of the former Soviet Union as well Western Europe; He is also
well known as a chamber musician, formerly with the Pariki-
an/Milne/Fleming Trio and currently with the Pro Arte Piano
Quartet and the Academy of St Martin-in-the-Fields Chamber
Ensemble, appearing in London's Wigmore Hall and at several
major music festivals in the UK and abroad. In the past few se-
asons he gave concerts in Armenia, Australia, Canada, Czech
Republic, France, Georgia, Germany, Italy, Japan, South Ame-
rica and the USA as well as UK venues.

As a pianist and a teacher Marian Rybicki brings together two
renowned traditions having studied at both the Frederic Chopin
Academy in Warsaw, class of Zbigniew Drzewiecki and the Paris
Conservatory, class of Pierre Sancan.

The National Honoured Academic Symphony

Orchestra of Ukraine
(State Symphony Orchestra of Ukraine till 1994)

The NSOU is one of the most famous symphony orchestras
in Eastern Europe. It was founded on November, 25th in 1918 by
the Decree of the Counsel of Ministers of Ukrainian State and
approved by Hetman Pavlo Skoropadskyy. The orchestra's first
conductor was Oleksander Horilyy. From 1937 Natan Rachlin
was an Artistic Director of the orchestra for 25 years. Then the
orchestra's Principal Conductors were such renowned musicians
as Stefan Turchak, Volodymyr Kozhukhar, Fedir Hlushchenko,
Igor Blazhkov and Theodore Kuchar.

A lot of great conductors and soloists have worked with the
NSOU, namely Leopold Stokovsky, Igor Markevitch, Kirill
Kondrashin, Evgeny Mravinsky, Kurt Sanderling, Evgeny Svet-
lanov, Kostiantyn Simeonov, Gennady Rozhdestvensky and Ar-
tur Rubinstein, Isaak Stern, Yehudy Menuhin, David Oistrach,
Sviatoslav Richter, Emil Gilels, Mstislav Rostropovich, Leonid
Kogan, Monserrat Kaballe, Jose Carreras, Gidon Kremer, Oleh
Krysa respectively.

The National Honoured Academic Symphony Orchestra of
Ukraine has always given Ukrainian composers, conductors and
soloists an opportunity to experiment. The NSOU was trusted
with the premier performances of works by Ukrainian composers
like Borys Liatoshynsky, Levko Revutskyy, Valentyn Silvestrov,
Yevgen Stankovych, Myroslav Skoryk, as well as Sergiy Prokofi-
ev, Dmitri Shostakovich, Aram Khachaturian.

For the last years the Orchestra has recorded over 80 compact
discs with Ukrainian and world repertoires. In 1994 the Australi-
an Broadcasting Company (ABC) rated the Orchestra's recording
of Borys Liatoshynsky's Symphonies No.2 and No.3 as «The Best
Recording of the Year». The CD of Silverstov's «Requiem for La-
rissa» was nominated for the 47th Grammy Awards in 2004.

The Orchestra's repertoire includes all symphonies by Beet-
hoven, Brahms, Brukner, Schubert, Tschaikovsky, Rachmaninov,
Skriabin, Prokofiev, Shostakovich, Liatoshynsky, Maler, Martin,
symphonic works from Baroque epoch to modern avant-garde,
accompaniments of instrumental and vocal works.

The Orchestra has successfully toured in Australia, Austria,
Belgium, Belarus, Czech Republic, Denmark, France, Ger-
many, Great Britain, Hong Kong, Italy, Lebanon, Netherlands,
Poland, Portugal, Slovakia, Spain, Switzerland and United Ara-
bian Emirates.

Nowadays Artistic Director and Principal Conductor of the
NSOU is Volodymyr Sirenko, People's Artist of Ukraine, Hono-
red Figure of Arts of Russian Federation, laureate of the Taras
Shevchenko National Premium of Ukraine.

General Director of the NSOU is Oleksandr Hornostai.

In 1999 Volodymyr Sirenko was appointed Principal

Orchestra of Ukraine. Since 2000 he has served also as Artistic
Director of the Orchestra.

He has worked with many orchestras abroad including
Russian Academic Symphony Orchestra named after Svetlanov,
Moscow Philharmonic Orchestra, National Philharmonic
Orchestra of Russia, the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, polish
orchestra Sinfonia Varsovia.

Sirenko as a conductor has toured in many countries, such as
Belgium, Bulgaria, Great Britain, France, Italy, Spain, South
Korea, Germany, the Netherlands, Poland, Russia, Slovakia,
and USA.

Volodymyr Sirenko has recorded a range of concert pro-
grams and monographic programs (including Ninth Symphony
by Beethoven, requiems by Mozart, Verdi, Silvestrov, and
Symphony No. 9 «<From the New World» by Antonin Dvorak).
The repertoire of the conductor includes symphonies by
Beethoven, Maler, Dvorak, Stankovych, Shostakovich and oth-
ers, large number of instrumental concerts and orchestral works
of all styles and directions.

Sirenko's achievements in the development of music art of
Ukraine were appreciated by bestowing titles «Honored Figure
of Arts of Ukraine» (1997) and of the Russian Federation (2003),
laureate of the Taras Shevchenko National Premium of Ukraine

Mykola Dyadyura was born in Kyiv. He studied at Tchai-
kovsky Kyiv State Conservatoire under Professor Roman Kof-
man. His career of a conductor began in 1987 when he won an
award and the special prize of the Japanese Association of Con-
ductors at the International Competition of Conductors in Tok-
yo. After competition in Japan he was invited by Seiji Ozava for
internships to the USA where he studied under S. Ozava,
L. Bernstein, and A. Previn.

In 1988 he won an award at the International Competition of
Conductors in Budapest. In 1986-1988 Dyadyura worked as an
Artistic Director and Principal Conductor of the Symphonic
Orchestra of the Omsk Philharmonic (Russia).

In 1989-1996 he was a Principal Conductor of the Seoul
Symphonic Orchestra and the Symphonic orchestra of Kwang
Dju (South Korea).

Since 1988 he has been working as a conductor of the Nati-
onal Opera of Ukraine.

In 1996 he was appointed Principal Conductor of the Aca-
demic Symphony orchestra of the National Philharmonic of
Ukraine and since then he has combined his opera and philhar-
monic activity.

In the National Philharmonic of Ukraine Dyadyura has held
cycles of symphonic concerts «All symphonies by Beethoven»,
«All symphonies and concerts by Brahms», «All symphonies by
Schumann», «All symphonies and instrumental concerts by
Tchaikovsky» etc. For the first time in Ukraine he conducted
«Romeo and Juliet», «Te Deum» and «Requiem» by Berlioz (in
the framework of the festival dedicated to the composer's 200th
birth anniversary), and «Coronation mass» by G. Paisiello.

Mykola Dyadyura is a conductor — producer of many theat-
rical and concert projects on the stage of the National Philhar-
monic of Ukraine, particularly a mono-opera «Tenderness» by
Gubarenko, opera «Ruslan and Liudmila» by Glinka, opera «Fi-
delio» by Beethoven, opera «Shoes» by Tchaikovsky, musical-
dramatic scenes «Snowstorm» by Pushkin-Sviridov, musical-
theatrical scenes «Peer Gynt» by Ibsen-Grieg, «Tete-a-tete with
Mozart» by Radzynskyy.

As a guest conductor he has worked with the philharmonic
orchestras of Poland, Russia, Italy, South Korea, Japan, Portu-
gal, Costa Rica, and Bulgaria.

Since the concert season 2009-2010 Mykola Dyadyura has
been an Artistic director and Principal Conductor of Szczecin
Philharmonic Society (Poland).
