NATIONAL PHILHARMONIC OF UKRAINE

Since the foundation of Kiev Department of the Emperor Russian
Musical society in 1863, the National Philharmonic has been
holding its concert seasons. Among its founders were such
prominent public figures and musicians at that time, as R. Pfening,
M. Lysenko, P. Seletsky, M. Bogdanov.

In 1882 under the project by an architect Viadimir Nikolaev a building
of the Merchants Assembly with its acoustically unique column hall
was erected. Nowadays this hall is called Lysenko Column Hall of
the National Philharmonic of Ukraine.

Alongside its active concert activities National Philharmonic of
Ukraine

constantly holds international contests and festivals, takes part
in state and international projects, presentations, artistic reports.
Nowadays the Philharmonic’s art composition includes 19 People’s
Artists of Ukraine and 32 Honoured Artists of Ukraine, 6 Honoured
Figures of Arts, 5 Honoured Workmen of Culture of Ukraine, many
laureates of national and international competitions, 11 artistic
groups which increase the glory of Ukrainian music culture.

The first House of Scientists was opened on the 24th of December
1927 in Pushkinska street, No.1.

The founders of the House of scientists were famous people as
Ye. Shylov, S. Yefremov, D. Zabolotnyy, O. Bogomolets, O. Palladin,
Ye. Paton and others.

Nowadays Kyiv House of Scientists of NAS of Ukraine is a leading centre
of the spiritual culture of the capital in the sphere of scientific — educative
and cultural — educative activities. It's the site of lectures, seminars,
cofeences, symposia, the participants of which are leading scientists of
Ukraine. Here vernisage, film showings, evenings, concerts, meetings
with figures of cuture, masters of art take place. Excursions around Kyiv
with well-known regional ethnographer are organized.

Norma Fisher
Great Britain

Norma Fisher is acclaimed internationally as one of the UK’s
leading pianists and teachers. As a child she was recognised
as “a rare musical talent” winning an exhibition, at the age of
eleven, to study with Sidney Harrison at the Guildhall School of
Music. At the age of fourteen she came to the attention of Gina
Bachauer who became her mentor, introducing her to Ilona
Kabos, with whom she subsequently studied. A period was also
spent in Paris studying French music with Jacques Fevrier.

Her many performances for the BBC led to an invitation by
the German radio station RIAS, in Berlin, to make her debut
with the Berlin Symphony Orchestra which launched her
career in Europe. Success in the Busoni International Piano
Competition as a top prize-winner followed and on sharing the
much-coveted Piano Prize in the Harriet Cohen International
Music Awards with Vladimir Ashkenazy, her international
reputation was sealed. During the same period she made her
debut at the Proms in the Royal Albert Hall and became a
favourite soloist with leading British orchestras including the
London Philharmonic, Philharmonia, London Symphony,
Royal Philharmonic, BBC Symphony, Hallé, Bournemouth
Symphony, and the City of Birmingham Symphony orchestras.
Norma Fisher is known as chamber music performer. She
has also performes regularely with the Dartington, Allegri
and Delme String Quartets, Stamic Quartet of Prague,
International Chamber Ensemble of Rome, Carmina Quartet
and Reykjavik Wind Quintet and partnered such well known
soloists as Stephanie Gonley, Alan Hacker, Maurice Hasson,
Emanuel Hurwitz, Ralph Kirshbaum, Steven Isserlis, Peter
Lukas Graf, Gyorgy Pauk, Hu Kun, Sylvia Rosenberg, Grigori
Zhislin, Yossi Zivoni and singers Benjamin Luxon, Sherrill
Milnes, Nelly Miricioiu and Sir John Tomlinson.

Her reputation as a teacher is widely established and many
of her top prize-winning students are well known on the
international concert circuit. She is a Professor of Piano at the
Royal College of Music and a Fellow of the Royal Northern
College of Music. She is invited to give masterclasses
throughout the world and has taught at the International
Musician’s Seminar at Prussia Cove, the International Summer
Academy in Lenk, the Horowitz Foundation Summer Music
Academy, amongst many others. She is regularly invited on
the Jury of leading international piano competitions including
Gina Bachauer (USA), Horowitz (Kiev, Ukraine), Joanna
Hodges (USA), Boston Grand Amateurs (USA), Newport
(Wales), San Marino, Sydney (Australia), Tbilisi (Georgia)
and Virginia Waring (USA).

She is the Artistic Director of London Master Classes whose
courses attract major talent from around the world to work
intensively with top performers/teachers in London.

Francesco Libetta
Italy

Pianist, conductor, composer.

Born in Galatone, Southern Italy, Francesco Libetta studied
music in Italy (piano with Vittoria De Donno; contrapoint
with Cosimo Colazzo and Igino Ettorre; composition with
Gino Marinuzzi; conducting with Alberto Maria Giuri) and
in France (composition with Jacques Castéréde). He moved to
Lecce (Italy), where he has taught chamber music at the Tito
Schipa Conservatory.

Living in Lecce, Francesco Libetta has performed extensively
in Italy including recitals in Florence, Rome and at the Festival
Spoleto, and appeared with the main Italian orchestras of
Torino, Napoli and Milan. Outside of Italy, Francesco has also
been invited to perform in Hong Kong, Tokyo, where he just
gave a series of concerts. Took part in festivals in the USA,
Poland, France and Germany.

Libetta’s repertoire now encompasses a very wide range,
including all of Beethoven’s 32 piano sonatas (performed first
in Italy, 1993/94), several Mozart and Beethoven concertos,
the complete Handel and Chopin works, as well as major
works by Schubert, Schumann, Debussy and Ravel. His
discography reflects his eclecticism and includes works by
Beethoven, Ravel, Czerny, Balakirev and Brahms.

One of his DVDs, with the recording of a recital held at the
Festival de La Roque d’Anthéron (France), created by Bruno
Monsaingeon, was awarded the Diapason d'Or and the CHOC
de Le Monde de la Musique.

He is active as a conductor (in symphonic repertoire, as well as
collaborating with the Balletto del Sud in major Tchaikovsky
ballets). He is also a composer. His works include three piano
concertos, symphonic pieces, electronic music, and ballet and
movie scores.

In 2009, his first opera was premiered. Ottocento (“Eight
Hundred, about 800 victims of religious war in South Italy
in 1480) was performed in Otranto and Rome. John Ardoin
declared that among the new generation of pianists, Francesco
Libetta is “the most inspired and creative”.

He was the artistic director of Miami Piano Festival in Lecce (a
summer festival which brings to Lecce musicians, professors
and students from all over the world since July 2003) and
of Michelangeli Festival in Rabbi. He has published essays
on history and aesthetics, including music by Renaissance
composers.

Poland

Maria Murawska graduated with honours from the State
Musical School (2nd Degree Qualifications) in Bydgoszcz,
where she was among the students of Prof. Lidia Starniewska.
She first studied at the State Higher School of Music in
Poznan, in Prof. Olga Ilwicka’s class, and then at the Academy
of Music in Bydgoszcz, in Prof. Jerzy Godziszewskis class.
She perfected her piano skills abroad, in Weimar, under
the tutelage of Ludwig Hoffman, and at Russian Academy
of Music, as a trainee of Viera Nosina. At the age of fifteen,
Maria Murawska made her debut with an orchestra - she
performed Beethoven’s Concerto in B Major, accompanied
by the Pomeranian Philharmonic Orchestra at Artus Court
in Torun.

She is now busy giving concerts as a soloist and chamber
pianist. She has taken part in Polish Music Festivals in
Bydgoszcz, in a series of concerts of Paderewski’s music, as
well as she performed at the 2nd Chopin Festival in Antonin
and at Usedomer Musikfestival in 1999 - to name a few.

Among his generation of concert artists, pianist Awadagin
Pratt is acclaimed for his musical insight and intensely
involving performances in recital and with symphony
orchestras.

He subsequently enrolled at the Peabody Conservatory of
Music where he became the first student in the school’s history
to receive diplomas in three performance areas piano, violin
and conducting. In recognition of this achievement and for his
work in the field of classical music, Mr. Pratt recently received
the Distinguished Alumni Award from Johns Hopkins.

Competition and two years later was awarded an Avery
Fisher Career Grant.

Mykola Suk
USA

Mykola Suk, Professor of Music, Director of Keyboard Studies
at the School of Music of the University of Nevada Las Vegas
(UNLV) received his Doctor of Musical Arts Degree in Piano
Performance from Moscow State Conservatory, having studied
with Lev Vlasenko. He also holds a combined Bachelor and
Master of Music Degree in piano performance, pedagogy, and
chamber music from the Moscow State Conservatory. Before
coming to the United States, he served as professor of piano at
the Kiev State Conservatory and Moscow State Conservatory.
Suk gained international recognition as the winner of the
First Prize and Gold Medal at the 1971 International Liszt-
Bartok Competition in Budapest, Hungary. His international
career has spanned four continents, with performances in the
most prestigious venues, such as the Great Hall of Moscow
Conservatory, Musikferein Golden Hall in Vienna, Lincoln
Center’s Alice Tully Hall and Carnegie Hall in New York
City among others.
