He is a holder of such prestigious
awards as: First Prize and special prize at the Interna-
tional Robert Schumann Competition (Zwickau,
Germany); First Prize at Steinway Competitions
(Berlin, Hamburg), Grotrian Steinweg Piano Com-
petition (Braunschweig, Germany), Van Bremen Pi-
ano Competition (Dortmund, Germany). Oleksiy is a
laureate of the Ettlingen International Competition for
Young Pianists (two times), International competition
for Young Pianists in Memory of Vladimir Horowitz
(Kyiv, 2003), diploma holder of Frederick Chopin
International Piano Competition (Warsaw, 2005),
laureate of the Val Tidone International Music Com-
petitions (Italy).

Born in 1981 in the City of San
Cristobal, Venezuela. He began
trumpet studies with his father
when he was 8 years old. After
showing much promise, he mo-

ved to Caracas where he began
trumpet studies with Eduardo Manzanilla at the
«Instituto Universitario de Estudios Musicales».
Later he moved to France, where in 2005 received
the Soloists Diploma from the «Conservatoire Nati-
onal de Region de la Ville de Rueil-Malmaison» un-
der the tutelage of the trumpet Master Eric Aubier.
Upon graduation he won the «Virtuosity Prize».
Mr. Flores has studied and taken Masterclasses in
Europe, the United States and Latin America and
studied with such teachers as: J. Hernandez, R. Ra-
mirez, A.D'Addona, V. Kafelnikof, ]. F. Dion,
N. Eklund and etc.

Mr. Flores is the first Latin American Trumpet pla-
yer to have won the most prestigious trumpet compe-
titions of Europe like: 3rd prize at the 2005 Interna-
tional Trumpet Competition of the City of Pilisvo-
rosvar in Hungary, 1st Prize at the 2006 Internatio-
nal Trumpet Competition CITTa DI PORCIA in
Italy and etc.

His career as a soloist started in Venezuela where he
has played with all of the major Venezuelan Concert
bands as well as Symphony Orchestras. Internatio-
nally he has soloed with the Venezuelan National Yo-
uth Orchestra in Venice (Italy). He has had recitals
in Spain and France.

He has been a member of the major concert bands of
his home state in Tachira, as well as the leading sym-
phony orchestras of Venezuela and is now Principal
Trumpet of the Simon Bolivar Symphony Orchestra
with which he has had the opportunity to play in many
international Festivals in Chile, Argentina, Uruguay,
United States, Italy, Germany, Austria, and Spain.

Emmanuel Ceysson was born in 1984 in Oulins,
France. He attended the Conservatoire National de
Region de Lyon, where he studied harp with Jacque-
line Defoulounoux and Christophe Truant, trombone
with Yvelise Girard, harmony with Denis Magnon,
and chamber music with Joel Nicod.

Also an accomplished transcriber and arranger, he
received the prestigious «Premier Prix» of Harmony
from the Conservatoire National Superieur de Musi-
que de Paris (CNSMDP). He re-
ceived a Diplome de Formation Sup-
erieure (First Prize in Harp) from
the CNSMDP, where he studied
with Isabelle Moretti.

Mr. Ceysson is a holder of numerous
prestigious awards and special prizes
of international competitions: First
Prize, Gold Medal and the Special
Prize for the Best Performance of
Debussy's Danses Sacriie et Profane
at the 2004 USA International Harp
Competition in Bloomington; I Prize
at 2006 Young Concert Artists Inter-
national Auditions; special prizes
from famous music associations.

He has performed in such
famous concert hall as Wigmore Hall in London, Salle
Gaveau in Pais (accompanied by violist Karine Lethi-
ec and flutist Jean Ferrandis), Carnegie's Zankel Hall
in New York and Kennedy Center in Washington.

The Orchestra was formed by the Council of Ministers of Ukraine in
1918. The first conductor of the Orchestra was Oleksander Horilyi.
From 1937 Nathan Rakhlin was the Avrtistic Director of the Orches-
tra for 25 years. Among its main conductors were Stephan Turchak,
Volodymyr Kozhukhar, Fedir Hluschenko, Igor Blazhkov and Theo-
dore Kuchar.
